We also provide PRE-GROUP social functioning surveys for TEACHERS, PARENTS and STUDENTS
The TEACHER PRE group version is on screen, from the PRIMARY program.
We then compare the PRE-GROUP results with the POST- GROUP results.
These results help to accumulate hard data for those at risk and vulnerable children in our care. 
We do not survey every child!

This is Jack’s scenario.
As the story is read, students look at a number of images of Jack – each one shows a different expression.
Their task is to work with each other, choose the right expression to fit the emotion Jack is probably feeling in the story, and sequence them!

Finally, at the end of every lesson there’s a section called, 'After the Buzz, social thinking ideas for parents and caregivers’. 
These are offered as 32 separate Microsoft Word documents so they can be edited and distributed to parents as handouts, or be included in your school’s or class’ or organisation's newsletter.

Schools and organisations can purchase a site licence allowing everyone onsite to access the website using their own names and password.

I’m going to read a story about Mr. and Mrs. Wright, and you will need to listen very carefully. 
When you hear the word "right" point high to the right. When you hear "left" point high to the left.

This is a universal lesson to do with kids of all ages.
It’s very adaptable! 
Plus, it’s a lesson that can have a HUGE impact on class or a school’s culture because it can be nurtured and further developed.

We’re changing the pace from passive to active learning – let me explain!
We’re about to get you to work in groups.

As you can see on screen each group will become responsible to a part of the lesson.
Group by group, we’ll work through the lesson, so each of you have the chance to deliver part of the lesson.

For those of you who are about to have a panic attack because you don’t perform in front of OTHER ADULTS – don’t worry!
Our intention is not to hurt or stress you.
We want you to work in your group, but your contribution is to support your group and help with wonderful ideas.
You become the creative force, and those who don’t mind performing can step up to deliver their part of the lesson.

Okay, let’s organise your groups – (Mark to do this)

Its purpose is to consolidate the essence of the lesson. 
I want you to move quickly and challenge us to decide which statements are friendly, factual and helpful – and – which statements are not helpful, even rubbish.

GROUP SIX – you task is to introduce us to ‘The Buzz activity in this lesson.
The Buzz is an opportunity to play games that strengthen the group’s relationships and the skills central to the lesson.  
There are always 3, 4 or 5 games to choose from.

Finally - GROUP SEVEN – you have ‘After the Buzz’ social thinking ideas for parents and guardians’. 
This is not a section we do directly with students. It presents ideas for parents and guardians to encourage the generalisation of the thinking and skills students touched on during the lesson. 
You might remember that they are offered on the website as 48 separate Microsoft Word documents.
This means they can be edited and distributed to parents as handouts, included in your school’s or class’ or organisation's newsletter or emailed to parents and caregivers.
We just need you to wrap up the lesson by explaining this and mentioning a couple of ideas that might be useful.

One you’re in a group and share something you’ve learnt, or something you’re surprised by or something, you liked or something you’re planning to take away.

GROUP THREE

Archie’s story; “We owe it to Kelvin to look for a friendlier Club” 

Did you know Archie’s family now has whippet number three? He’s called Kelvin. Kelvin is a delightful handful because he’s feisty, fun and fast. Very quickly he took everyone prisoner by wiggling his way into their hearts! 

Maxi and Luca along with the humans worked hard to help Kelvin fit in, but there was one thing about Kelvin that couldn’t be changed. Once a day he’d grab a soft toy from his toy box and run up and down the hallway at full speed with it. He’d throw himself onto the front door and flick himself off of it to turn with extra speed. It was an amazing sight and he’d do it over and over.  It was around this time Archie came across a YouTube clip called, Meet Hustle and Shoots - The Fastest Dogs in Flyball! (I have this video all ready for you to show). Archie watched it so many times, and he made sure his family did too. As well, he nagged his parents to join Kelvin up to a Flyball Club. 

To stop Archie’s nagging they did just that. Archie and his mother decided to do flyball training together with Kelvin and their first session was early on a frosty Sunday morning. They were excited and the three of them crunched their way across the grass to a Flyball trainer waiting for them. Archie walked up to the trainer with his friendliest smile and reached out to shake his hand. The trainer stared at him, didn’t smile, kept his hands on his hips and didn’t return his handshake. Archie thought he’d persist with being friendly. He kept his smile and said, “This is my mum, Jaz, this is Kelvin and I’m Archie.” Archie tried for another handshake. There was no response. It felt embarrassing, so Archie lowered his arm. Archie thought, ‘Why? Why would someone choose to be unfriendly to people they don’t even know?’

Instead of a welcome, Jaz, Archie and Kelvin got a lecture about Kelvin’s harness being too loose. The trainer bent down and roughly handled Kelvin to tighten up his harness. Kelvin looked like he was wearing a straightjacket! There were three other people in the group too. They kept their eyes to the ground, and Archie worked out they’d probably been snapped at too. They did a little basic training on a Flyball training board and went home feeling short-changed.

Mum wondered whether they should return, but Archie reminded mum that persistence pays off, and they were doing this for Kelvin. 
















The following Sunday arrived. Mum and Archie walked cautiously across the grass. They could see there was a brand-new trainer working with another couple. They looked at each other and smiled. Pose your questions to the group; 
· Have you experienced someone who was unfriendly?
· List the unfriendly behaviours seen in both trainers?
· Why do you think they chose to be unapproachable and bossy? Got any ideas?
· Did mum and Archie do the right thing by walking away? Did it show confidence or was it weak?
Game, Switch (exciting)
Have each student sitting on a chair in a social circle, except one who stands in the middle of the circle. This person is ‘it’ and no one wants to be ‘it’.

‘It’s’ job is to get back and be part of the group. 

The game starts when ‘it’ calls out – “Switch if you have black hair”. 

Suddenly those with black hair must get up and find a new chair to sit on, but ‘it’ will cunningly try to reenter the game by sitting on a seat. 

If ‘it’ is successful, the game continues with a new ‘it’ and if ‘it’ is not successful they try again! Here are a few switching ideas to start with;

· “Switch if you have sneakers on”
· “Switch if you tell lies sometimes”
· “Switch if you’re caring”
· “Switch if you’re wearing buttons”
· “Switch if you’re wearing a school uniform”
· “Switch if you’re wearing shorts”
· “Switch if you’re a helpful person”
· “Switch if you’ve ever kissed your cat or dog”
· “Switch if you have shoelaces”
· “Switch if you’re wearing jewelry”
